How to Bid for Worlds
Bids are due by August 31, 2009 at midnight to qdu@ams.queensu.ca.  No late entries will be accepted.
There are three components to the QDU selection process for our Worlds team: debate-offs (40%), past results (40%), and club commitment (20%).  The bid that you submit to the QDU account will be used to determine your score for the past results and club commitment categories.  Debate-offs will take place on the 13th of September, adjudicated by three highly distinguished external debaters.  Please make every effort to be available for this entire day.
Below is a list of things that each bid should include:
NAME

EMAIL (The email you check most frequently. Doesn't need to be your qlink account.)

PHONE NUMBER (home #, Kingston #, and cell #)

AVAILABILITY FOR DEBATE-OFF ON Sunday, September 13
Those bidding, as both debaters and judges, are expected to be available all day on Sunday, September 13. This is the day before classes start and we expect people to be back in Kingston. Each individual will debate in two rounds, but not necessarily consecutive rounds since Front/Back Half split and different partners needs to be arranged for each person. If you will not be available for part of the day, you must let the committee know as soon as possible by emailing the club account (qdu@ams.queensu.ca). The committee will try to accommodate any requests received before the August 31 deadline, but special arrangements cannot be guaranteed due to the complexity of arranging the debate-offs.
BIDDING AS A DEBATER OR AS A JUDGE
Judging spots are allocated according to the same criteria as debater spots: debate off score, past results, and club commitment. Prospective judges will participate in the debate-offs as a debater. Those who originally bid for debater positions and do not qualify are still eligible for judging spots. However, once you bid as a judge, you cannot change your status to a debater. 

 
PAST RESULTS
Bids should include the individual and team scores from the debater's most recent eight CP and BP tournaments. This means your last 8 tournaments total, NOT your last 8 CP and your last 8 BP tournaments (which would be 16 tournaments total). Indicate both your rankings as well as the quartile in which you finished.  Note that results from Pro-am and in-house tournaments do not count towards your score, so do not include them in your bid.  Please take the time to ensure that the past results you submit are accurate and truthful, as they will be checked and any mistakes will be penalized by the TSC.

CLUB COMMITTMENT
Submit a list of all the things you have done within the last three years that demonstrate your dedication and commitment to the Union. Please divide your commitments into the year in which they took place since each year of service to the Union will be weighed differently depending on how recently it occurred. Please ensure that you are thorough and accurate in your submissions because any errors will be penalized by the TSC.
